
Introduction 
Welcome to Sweden, the largest of the 
Scandinavian countries; a land of 100,000 
lakes, forests and mountains.

Winter activities include ice 
skating and skiing, both downhill and cross 
country.  An abundance of wildlife, fallow and 
red deer, elk, wild boar, red squirrels, hares, 
birds and butterflies.  Further north, brown 
bears, wild cats and wolves make for a real 
diversity of wildlife.   

Stockholm, the capital city, is under 2 hours 
away by car from Bostorp, or easily accessible 
by train from Flen.  An exciting city with 
something for everyone, museums, street 
markets, cafes and restaurants, boat trips and 
tram rides.  Trains are clean and modern, and 
generally reliable.  Roads are quiet and 
uncongested.  Lots of interesting towns, 
hamlets, castles, museums and coffee houses 
are within easy reach of Bostorp.  Maps of the 
local area are provided for your interest and use 
during your stay, to help you to discover this 
part of Sweden.   
We are easily reached, with short, reasonably 
priced flights with Ryanair from London 
Stansted to Skavsta (NYO) Nyköping.  Car hire 
is readily available, or if a car free holiday is 
desired, collection from the airport can be 
arranged.   
 

The Guest House

Kitchen area with 
electric cooker, fridge, microwave.  Crockery, 
cutlery and utensils provided, also iron and 
ironing board.

The guest house is 
fully double glazed.   
Bedding, linen, and towels are provided for use 
in the guest house.
